FACT:

Hackers often prefer
easier targets. Small
businesses and
individuals typically have
fewer defenses, making
them tempting targets.
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MYTH:

Having antivirus
software is enough.

Think of it like locking
your front door but
leaving the windows
wide open. Antivirus is
vdluable, but needs extra
layers of security to stay
truly safe.
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MYTH:

A strong password is
all | need.

REALITY:

Great start! But adding
an extra step, like a one-
time code sent to your
phone/ email (two-
factor authentication),
makes your account
much more secure.
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I'll realize if someone
has hacked into my
account.

Most people aren’t
aware they've been
compromised. Hackers
can stay hidden in your
system for weeks or even
months before you
notice.
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MYTH:

Using public Wi-Fi is
safe if I'm just
browsing.

Hackers can easily
eavesdrop on your
activity on public Wi-Fi
networks. To stay safe,
consider using a Virtual
Private Network (VPN) or
avoid entering personal
information/performing
transactions when on
these networks.
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MYTH:

Macs can’t get viruses. '

FACT:

Macs are not immune.
Any device connected to
the internet can be

targeted by malicious
software, so it's always
good to stay cautious.
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MYTH:

If | just follow the rules,
'll be safe.

Rules are helpful, but
hackers don't always
play by the same game.
Staying aware and

keeping your knowledge
up-to-date is just as
important.
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They also steal personal
details, photos, contacts

—anything valuable they

can sell or misuse.
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MYTH:

| don’t save anything
Important on the
internet.

Even if you think your

emails or social media
are just casual, hackers
can still misuse them if
they gain access. It's
good to stay cautious!
